After receiving our list this morning, I am writing to welcome all families that have been offered a 
Reception place for their child at Cotteridge Primary. 
 
Firstly, thank you for choosing Cotteridge for your child to take their first steps on their 
educational journey.

As a school, we are committed to smooth and timely transitions that allow each child to settle in, 
get to know their teachers and make new friends.

We will be 
holding a Parents’ Information meeting for you on Tuesday 17th June at 4pm until 5pm in our 
school hall and your child will be welcome to join us in school for their transition morning on 
Wednesday 2nd July.
